 Stewardship is a subject none of us really like to think about for many reasons.   The 
number one reason is that most of us falsely associate the word “Stewardship” with money.  
While money is definitely a part of stewardship it is not the entirety.  Stewardship is so much 
more.  It is a way of life more than a way of giving. 

 Too often today we try to equate everything in life with money.  Money seems to make 
the world go around, however I am sure that each of us has heard stories of the churches that 
rise up out of nothing to do great work.  In fact, I would argue that few churches become great 
spiritual powerhouses from having a wealth of money.  Actually, it is the exact opposite.  Most 
thriving churches today begin and continue to operate with little financial security.  It has to 
make one wonder how all of this transpires. 

 The answer is really quite easy.  It is through understanding stewardship in its proper 
context.  When we think of stewardship as a way of life, we begin to recognize the benefits of 
giving not only money, but also of ourselves entirely.  We stop thinking of our lives as our own 
and start thinking of them as a ministry to God.  Is it any wonder that Jesus told his disciples 
that you can’t serve God and money? (Matthew 6:24 & Luke 16:13)  It can’t be just about one 
or the other.  It has to be completely about God.  Is it any wonder that Jesus turned away the 
rich young ruler even though he had fulfilled all the requirements of the law? (Luke 18:18-30)  
He had done everything right except when it came down to giving the one thing that held his 
life, his wealth. Our Lord and Savior demands nothing less from us than our complete devotion.  
Anything less than 100% will leave us empty and trying to fill those voids with things not of 
God. 

 When we are actively pursuing stewardship as a way of life, we are looking at ways 
our lives can be a ministry to God’s world.  We are looking for ways to be servants in all as-
pects of our lives.  Far too often we become consumed with money.  Unfortunately, as the econ-
omy tightens it is tempting for us to become obsessed with our financial needs.  However, the 
moment we focus on only a part of stewardship we will undoubtedly fail in the mission as a 
whole. Let us be reminded today of the purpose of the church, which is to reach the lost for Je-
sus Christ.  And let us be reminded that in order for the Holy Spirit to use us we must be good 
stewards of all things He has entrusted to us.  If we will think of Stewardship as a way of life, I 
have no doubt that God will pour out his blessings on the actions of the church.  However, we 
must remember that God gives us what we need, not always what we want.  May God bless all 
of your needs as you strive to be good stewards of the Gospel of Jesus Christ.
