Grant’s Grains 
      The month of November brings to mind many 
things in our lives and in our world.  It brings up the 
idea that fall is drawing too a close and winter can’t 
be far behind.  It brings to mind those brisk fall 
nights when the temperature isn’t cold enough for 
heat, but it sure isn’t warm enough to have the win-
dows open.  November also brings us into the holi-
day months.  We are reminded that Christmas is not 
far away.  We all know that by the end of the month 
many of us will be dining on Turkey and all the 
fixings.  November also brings to mind the idea of 
“thankfulness.”  During this month we begin to look 
at our lives and the lives of those around us and 
think about all we have to be thankful for. 
      In Psalm 100 the psalmist tells us that we should 
be thankful all the time for we have nothing to fear 
because we belong to God.  In Verse 4 the Psalmist 
writes,   “Enter his gates with thanksgiving and his 
courts with praise; give thanks to him and praise 
his name.”  As I prepare for the next several 
months, I am reminded that we are not to be thank-
ful only one time of the year, but every day.  In es-
sence, every time we enter into his gates and courts 
(church) we should be entering with thanksgiving.  
We should be singing praises for all God has done 
and all God will do.  There really is no place for un-
thankfulness in the house of God. 
      No matter what is going on in our lives, we 
should turn to God with thankful and contrite 
hearts.  However, I can hear many who read this 
today saying, “That’s nice, Pastor, but you don’t 
know my problems.”  And if the truth be told here, I 
really don’t know what you may be facing, but I 
have come to a conclusion about being thankful, 
and that conclusion is that it is a choice.  We can 
choose to be thankful or we can choose to be un-

happy.  We can choose to see all that God has 
blessed us with or we can be angry because it is not 
enough.  The choice truly lies within each of us.  
We can choose to focus on the problems of life or 
we can choose to focus on the goodness of God.  
We can choose to be angry or we can choose to see 
our situations through God’s eyes from the cross. 
      I received an email story that has gone around a 
lot lately.  I don’t’ know who wrote it, but it puts 
things in perspective.   A 92-year old man, who is 
dressed and shaved every morning by 8 even 
though he’s legally blind, moved into a nursing 
home.  As he maneuvered his walker to the eleva-
tor, an aide described his tiny room.  “I love it!” he 
said.  “Mr. Jones, you haven’t seen your room,” the 
aide said.  “That doesn’t have anything to do with 
it,” he replied. “Happiness is something you decide 
on ahead of time.  Whether I like my room or not 
doesn’t depend on how the furniture is arranged.  
It’s how I arrange my mind.  I already decided to 
like it.  It’s a decision I make every morning when I 
wake up.  I have a choice.  I can spend the day in 
bed recounting the difficulty I have with the parts of 
my body that no longer work or get out of bed and 
be thankful for the ones that do.  Each day is a gift, 
and as long as my eyes open I’ll focus on the new 
day and all the happy memories I’ve stored away.”   
       I believe this is a lesson we can all learn to use.  
We can choose to worship and praise God with 
thanksgiving or we can choose not too.  We can be 
unhappy or we can be happy.  The choice truly lies 
within us.  This is the beauty of free will; it is all in 
our hands.  My hope for you is that you choose to-
day to be thankful and worship God with a thankful 
heart and then be amazed at what God will do.

The secret is in using V-8  instead of to-
mato sauce and adding a pinch of sugar to 
take the tartness out.  
  
2 lb Gound Chuck 
1 large Onion, diced up 
1 large can of V-8 
2 cans Chilie Beans (hot) 
1 lg or 2 sm cans diced tomatoes 
1 tsp ground Oregono 
1 tsp Italian Seasongs 
Chilie powder 

Dried hot peppers (to taste) 
½ tsp sugar 
  
Brown ground beef and onion, drain off 
grease.  Add the rest of the ingredients 
and let simmer on very low heat for sev-
eral hours, stirring occasionally.  Just be-
fore serving add cooked spaghetti if de-
sired.  Can also serve with sour cream, 
shredded cheddar 
cheese and Corn 
chips.  Enjoy!

On November 18th at 3:00 pm the annual Congregational 
Meeting will be held.  Please make note of the time change this 
year.  The time change was done so that no one had an unfair bur-
den placed on them to attend.  At the Congregational Meeting we 
will be voting on three things.  As stated in our constitution we will elect the officers 
for 2008 and approve the budget for 2008.  In addition we will be voting on a motion 
being brought from the board to the congregation.  This motion reads:   
 We will be deciding weather to remain with two services with the new times 
(9:30 am Traditional, 10:45 am Contemporary effective December 2nd) or to return 
to a Blended Service only beginning after input from both traditional and contempo-
rary worshipers has been given and with an appropriate amount of planning time is 
accomplished.    
 The voting on the above motion will be by secret ballot.  If you have any 
questions please see Ron Hartman or Pastor Doug.  We look forward to seeing you 
on the November 18 at 3:00 pm.   
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The Worship committee met fol-

lowing the three listening sessions held 
in October. We were thrilled with the 
great turn out, about 85 to 90% of the 
regular Sunday worshipers were in one 
of the three sessions. This alone told us 
that we as a church family are supportive 
and passionate about our church and its 
continued success in our wonderful com-
munity. We also felt that the listening 
sessions were the beginning for the 
needed healing among our members. 
From the listening sessions we heard that 
more healing could be accomplished if 
we adjusted the times of the two ser-
vices. We heard that starting the Tradi-
tional Service at 9:30 a.m. would be pre-
ferred over the current 9:00 start time. 
So, we took a proposal to the board rec-
ommending that the times starting De-
cember 2,2007 be changed to Traditional 
start of 9:30 a.m. and Contemporary start 
time of 10:45 a.m., with fifteen minutes 
between the two services for donuts and 
fellowship. The board approved the time 
change.  

The two major ideas that the 
Worship team took away from the two 
listening sessions were 1) keep the two 
services with the new times and 2) to go 

back and try a 
Blended Service 
again. Therefore 
the worship team 
also recommended to the board that on 
November 18th at 3:00 p.m. the board 
presents a vote to the congregational 
meeting to 1) keeps the two services at 
the new times or 2) go back to a Blended 
Service. (See Congregational Meeting 
news found elsewhere in this newsletter)   

The board voted and passed this 
recommendation. So, we ask that you 
think and pray about what would be in 
the best interest of our church and the 
choice that you can support 110%. You 
need to mark your calendars to be in at-
tendance that your voice can again be 
heard.  

The Worship committee also 
plans on having special “Healing Ser-
vice” so that we may unite as a church 
family and continue to be a viable asset 
to our community.  The date and time of 
this service has not been set yet, but will 
be coming most likely sometime in De-
cember to early January.
