Using the Gifts God Gives! 

 
 Taking stock in our lives is often some-

thing many of us don’t do.  Mortality can be fright-
ening and most of us don’t care to think about it.  
After my surgery I was forced to take stock in my 
life and look back and examine it carefully.  I think 
that we as individuals don’t do this often enough.  
It is easy to think that things will always be the 
way they are today and that nothing will ever 
change, when in fact life is in constant change.  
When my vocal cords became stressed because of 
the work that was done during my surgery, I was 
forced to examine what my life might be like if my 
voice never returned.  It was a scary place for me, 
because, ….let’s be real here…as a preacher it is 
kind of hard to preach without a voice. 

As I created more unnecessary stress for 
myself, I also discovered something about life.  
Simply put, we should give thanks for what we 
have, for in an instant things in our lives can disap-
pear.  I am reminded of all those who had to flee 
New Orleans after hurricane Katrina.  I am sure 
that many of them never expected to still be gone 
some two years later.   Christ talked about exactly 
this idea in his parable of the talents (Matthew 
25:14-30). 

The talents were given to three of the rich 
man’s servants. Two of the servants returned dou-
ble portions of what they were given, but the ser-
vant given the least buried his talent so as not lose 
it.  Instead of putting his talent to work, the last 
servant did nothing with what he had been given.  
The servant whom buried his talents in the ground 
had them taken from him and given to the servant 

who had the most.  The servant who had done 
nothing got nothing in return and was shamed by 
the rich ruler for being so worthless. 

Sadly, the same situation exists in the 
church today.  We too often bury the gifts that God 
gives us, not putting them to good use.  The prob-
lem is that if we are not careful, one day we may 
find that we no longer possess these gifts that God 
has so graciously given to us. 

It is easy to think that one person may not 
be important enough or that our gifts are too small, 
but no one really knows why God has given us 
these gifts.  Perhaps it is for a time like now.  Per-
haps your small contribution is all that is needed to 
finish a great project.  You never know what plan 
God may have for your talents.  However, one 
thing is certain, if you never use them, God can’t 
use you.  Start today by putting to use those gifts 
that God has blessed you with.  Use them to their 
fullest extent no matter how large or how small.  
We may never know exactly why these gifts were 
given, but you can be assured that God gives us 
everything for His Glory.  I look forward to watch-
ing you get a double portion of what God has 
given.
